Among other things, the Dublin International Exhibition in
1907 is condemned as “the means of pushing the sale of foreign
manufacture in Ireland” and the Daily Graphic is denied to the
Manchester Martyrs Demonstration Committee since “Sinn Féin…would
not consent to participate in any political movement which recognised
British Authority”. Homage is paid to the memory of various patriots,
including the Gaelic scholar Charles O’Connell, but it is recalled that “even
Parnell failed to manage the affairs of the country under Imperial
Parliament”. In extensive discussion in 1911 on the structure, possible
branch reorganisation and future of Sinn Féin, the aims of the movement
-to educate the people in Ireland’s history and language and secure her
self-reliance and total independence-are reiterated and members are
reminded that “That there is no organisation in Ireland [that] had done as
much in its time to uplift the country”.
Letters received by the branch and kept with the minute book are from
recipients of letters of sympathy on bereavements, from other branches
of Sinn Féin, including the Sinn Féin League in Glasgow, and from such
bodies as the Cork Industrial Development Association, the Celtic Literary
Society and the Macroom Football Club. Occasional dissenting voices are
heard: for instance, a namesake of John O’Leary writes in August 1907
expressing his accord with the aims of the movement without being “a
believer in its methods”, while G. B. O’Connor expresses qualified support
for the constitution of the society (“…I consider several [clause] are of a
nature with which every Irishman should or ought to agree, others are
impracticable not to say illegal…”).

His death in 1915 gave the IRB a propaganda opportunity by
bringing his body back to Ireland for a large public funeral in Glasnevin
cemetery. This oration delivered at the graveside by Patrick Pearse is
considered to be a “masterpiece of patriotic rhetoric”, containing as it
does the iconic ending “— but the fools, the fools, the fools! They have
left us our Fenian dead, and while Ireland holds these graves, Ireland
unfree shall never be at peace.” It has been argued that this funeral,
with its prominent involvement of the Irish Volunteers, starts the
countdown to the 1916 Rising and is a foretaste of Pearse’s
Proclamation of the Irish Republic.

He was offered a deal
to drive for Ferrari in 1979, but wary of the potentially complicated
political environment at the Italian team, he opted to move instead to
the initially very successful Walter Wolf Racing team. Again he had high
hopes to win races and compete for the world championship in what
would be his last, and ultimately brief, Formula One season. The team’s
ground effect car was uncompetitive and Hunt soon lost any enthusiasm
for racing. Hunt could only watch as Jody Scheckter won the World
Driver’s championship that year driving the Ferrari 312T4.
At the first race in Argentina, he felt the car was difficult to handle and
on a fast lap, the front wing became detached, narrowly striking his
helmet. In the race, Hunt retired due to an electrical fault. In Brazil, he
retired on lap 6 due to instability under braking caused by a loose
steering rack. During qualifying in South Africa, the brakes on his car
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failed. He managed not to collide with the wall, but only finished 8th in
the race. He retired at the Spanish Grand Prix after 26 laps. At Zolder, a
new Wolf WR8 was raced but Hunt crashed into a barrier hard enough
to bounce back onto the track. After failing to finish the 1979 Monaco
Grand Prix, the race where six years previously he had made his debut,
Hunt made a statement on 8 June 1979 to the press announcing his
immediate retirement and walked away from F1 competition.
